gums located, with a small copse of three

trees seen from the One Tree Hill lookout, but

not found in the thick bush.

With very few gums at all found, the
importance of this island for swift parrots is
very minor.

Only four young white gums provide very
little forty -spotted pardalote habitat.

Historically, Big Dog Island was known as a (EUcalyptus viminalis. ).
base for boat building. This suggests there
would have been more gums than are
currently found, so the habitat potential may
have been greater.
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
